Raisin Toxicity

LaurindaMorris, DVM, writes that she encountered araisin
toxicity caseinvolving a half canister of raisins and a 60-pound
male lab. Initially the dog was vomiting and shaking. Bloodwork
was done to check organ functions, and the kidney values were
aready high. The kidney values continued to increase over the
next day, and the veterinarian team was unable to control his vom-
iting. Inthis case, the dog did not survive.

Morris notes that poison control sources say [as few as 7 raisins
or grapes could be toxic.[1Other fatal human foods include onions,
chocolate, cocoa, avocadoes, and macadamia nuts.

If you are tempted to give your pet human food, please be sure
itlS safeto give. Even alittle bit can have harmful O if not fatal Ol
consequences.

Cat-Toxic Plants

Love plants, but your cat more? Choose the right plants
and both your plants and kitty can flourish.

Toxic plantsinclude amaryllis, caladium, English ivy,
lilies, mother-in-law(s tongue, peach lily, philodendron, pot-
hos, and schefflera.

Non-toxic aternatives include African violet, bamboo,
begonia, Boston fern, cast iron plant, Christmas cactus, or-
chids, and umbrella plant.

It[S also agood idea to have a pot of [Kitty grassCavail-
able for snacking. Be sure to buy untreated grass designed
for cats. The kind you put on your yard most likely has been
chemically treated and may be toxic to your pets.

Cats canlflhelp their attraction to your plants, so choose
wisely and always give kitty his own non-tip pot of cat grass
to nibble on.
