HOW DO I KNOW WHEN IT IS TIME  
TO SAY GOODBYE? 

 

     The only downside to sharing our lives with pets is that more 
than likely we outlive them.  With modern nutrition and veteri-
nary medical advances, a majority of our cat and dog companions 
live well into their senior years.  It is inevitable, in most cases, 
that time catches up with their physical bodies, and quality of life 
begins to deteriorate. 
     In our society, it is a privilege in most cases to have the 
chance to choose how, when, and where our companions will 
leave this earth.  The decision to euthanize (or provide a humane 
death for our pets) is often the most difficult decision we are 
asked to make for our companions.  We can never know the per-
fect time to say goodbye.  A terrible choice is to wait too long; 
therefore, allowing a graceful departure for a beloved pet (before 
quality of life declines significantly) can be our last gift to them. 
     A quantitative way to gauge when it is time is to assign a 
value to each day for your elderly or struggling pet.  A positive 
day is one when, for a majority of the time, the dog or cat is pain- 
free.  He or she is doing happy things, i.e. engaging in some fam-
ily routines – greeting family members, playing, asking for atten-
tion. Appetite is good and elimination habits are maintained. 
     A “0” day would be a subjective assignment for a pet who is 
merely “there.”  He or she does not seem in pain but also may not 
seem connected or happy.  Appetite may be variable or the pet 
may sleep all day. 
     A negative day is one when the animal is displaying obvious 
discomfort for more than a few moments and/or is hiding.  Any 
vocalization (whining, moaning, even excessive purring in cats) 
is a negative sign.  A dog that is snarly or too restless to sleep is 
having a bad day.  A persistent nonexistent appetite is a big red 
flag.  An animal that is unable to maintain a clean “den” because 
he or she cannot or will not move to eliminate is miserable. 
     Keeping a calendar for a period of several weeks may help a 
conflicted owner make a decision.  For any young healthy pets, a 
great idea is to write down all the activities that bring joy to you 
and your pet – even simple things like going to the mailbox, 
bringing favorite toys, snoring on the couch while you watch TV, 
etc.  Then you can refer back to this list when you begin to ques-
tion quality of life issues and your emotional state is not quite so 
clear. 
     In summary, if either of the following applies, talk with your 
family veterinarian about your pet’s quality of life – the pet is 
having more negative days than positive days or your relation-
ship has gone from joyful companionship to worried guardian-
ship.  Although it is easy to say when the time comes you will 
just know, that is often not the case.  For some reason, which 
maybe we as humans are not meant to understand, many times 
our pets do not just pass away peacefully without suffering. 
     The process of euthanasia is a transition for your pet and 
should be a time of peace and acceptance for you. Discuss with 
your veterinarian all your options and choices.  Only then can 
you make a decision that you can feel best about as time passes 
and not look back with regrets.

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I Found Your Dog Today 
 
I found your dog today. No, he has not been adopted by 
anyone.  Most of us who live out here own as many dogs as 
we want; those who do not own dogs do so because they 
choose not to. I know you hoped he would find a good 
home when you left him out here, but he did not. 
  
When I first saw him he was miles from the nearest house 
and he was alone, thirsty, thin and limping from a burr in his 
paw. How I wish I could have been you as I stood before 
him. To see his tail wag and his eyes brighten as he 
bounded into your arms, knowing you would find him, 
knowing you had not forgotten him. To see the forgiveness 
in his eyes for the suffering and pain he had known in his 
never-ending quest to find you... but I was not you. And 
despite all my persuasion, his eyes see a stranger. He did 
not trust. He would not come. He turned and continued his 
journey; one he was sure would bring him to you.  He does 
not understand you are not looking for him. He only knows 
you are not there, he only knows he must find you. This is 
more important than food or water or the stranger who can 
give him these things. 
 
Persuasion and pursuit seemed futile; I did not even know 
his name. I drove home, filled a bucket with water and a 
bowl with food and returned to where we had met. I could 
see no sign of him, but I left my offering under the tree 
where he had sought shelter from the sun and a chance to 
rest. You see, he is not of the desert. When you domesti-
cated him, you took away any instinct of survival out here. 
His purpose demands that he travel during the day. He 
doesn't know that the sun and heat will claim his life. He 
only knows that he has to find you.  I waited hoping he 
would return to the tree; hoping my gift would build an ele-
ment of trust so I might bring him home, remove the burr 
from his paw, give him a cool place to lie and help him un-
derstand that the part of his life with you is now over.   
  
He did not return that morning and at dusk the water and 
food were still there untouched. And I worried. You must 
understand that many people would not attempt to help 
your dog. Some would run him off, others would call the 
county and the fate you thought you saved him from would 
be pre-empted by his suffering for days without food or wa-
ter.  I returned again before dark. I did not see him. I went 
again early the next morning only to find the food and water 
still untouched. 
  
If only you were here to call his name. Your voice is so fa-
miliar to him. I began pursuit in the direction he had taken 
yesterday, doubt overshadowing my hope of finding him. His 
search for you was desperate; it could take him many miles 
in 24 hours. 
  
It is hours later and a good distance from where we first 

met, but I have found your dog. His thirst has stopped; 
it is no longer a torment to him. His hunger has disap-
peared, he no longer aches. The burrs in his paws 
bother him no more. Your dog has been set free from 
his burdens, you see, your dog has died. 
  
I kneel next to him and I curse you for not being here 
yesterday so I could see the glow, if just for a moment, 
in those now vacant eyes. I pray that his journey has 
taken him to that place I think you hoped he would 
find.  If only you knew what he went through to reach 
it... and I agonize, for I know, that were he to awaken 
at this moment, and (if) I were to be you, his eyes 
would sparkle with recognition and his tail would wag 
with forgiveness.
